IS MY CHILD WELL ENOUGH TO BE IN SCHOOL 

It is the time of year when our students are 
exposed to many types of illnesses.  Please be 
sure to help your child wash their hands 
frequently.  To decrease the spread of germs, 
please help your child wash their hands before 
entering the classroom at drop off time.  To 
keep them and your family healthy, you may 
want to help them wash their hands at pick up 
time, before you leave the building (I highly 
recommend this).  If your child is ill and not 
feeling well enough to participate in class 
activities, you may want to keep them home to 
rest and recover.  If your child has had a fever, 
diarrhea, or been vomiting, they must be 
symptom free and medication free for 24 hours 
before returning to school.  For example, if your 
child was running a fever on Monday morning at 
8:30 and you gave them Tylenol and the fever 
didn’t return and no additional medication was 
given, they may return to class after 8:30am.  
The same rule applies with vomiting and 
diarrhea.
